Please join us for Afternoon Tea in celebration of Margery’s life

Margery requested the following testimony and poem be printed at the end of

her order of service:

‘I was baptised in December 1939 soon after the outbreak of World War 2.  I had been 
toying with the idea for a little while but had not taken on the commitment – I was a 
typical teenager who had just started working ‘in the world’, and that was confusing 

enough.  But air raid shelters were springing up in London, and gun emplacements, and 
ARP (Air Raid Precautions) wardens and fire fighters – all drove home to me the hard 

fact that my life could cease at any moment.
And I wanted life!  What teenager doesn’t?  But what I really wanted was assurance of 

resurrection and salvation.  I did not want to be blotted out for ever.  I have never 
expected special treatment in this life (although I think I have had some).  I wanted safety 

in an unsafe world, and so I was baptised into that ‘strong tower’ the name of the Lord, 
because I knew that was right.  In essence, baptism is not you doing God a favour, but He 
doing so for you.  Have I ever regretted it?  No, even when I rebelled!  Have I always been 
faithful to my Lord?  Alas, the answer must be “No”, but He is long-suffering and patient 
with wayward children, and He has worked in my life for good, so that I can trust Him to 

complete that work when I have the joy of seeing Him.’
